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Today we are looking at the very first 
book in the Bible – Genesis! 

The book of Genesis opens with one of 
the most famous sentences in the Bible! 
“In the beginning, God created the 
heavens and the earth.” It’s the book 
where we find the famous stories of 
Adam and Eve, Noah’s Ark, Abraham 
and Isaac and a very well-dressed 
dreamer called Joseph. It’s the first 
place in the Bible we get to know a bit 
about what God is like. 

Today we’re specifically looking at the 
start of Genesis and remembering how 
God made everything. God created 
all that we know and love. The stars, 
the animals, and me and you. 

Learning about Genesis, we realise that God didn’t just 
create the world because he was bored… It was 
because he wanted relationship with us all! 

• Could you imagine what it would have 
been like before God made everything? 

• How does it feel that God made you and 
loves you? 

 

Jesus we are so thankful that you made us. That you 
made the whole world and carry it all. Thank you that 
you want to be friends with us. 

Help us to be in relationship with you and to be your 
friend. Help us to know you are always with us and 
you love us because you made us. 

 

Genesis chapter 1 verse 31 “God saw all that he had 
made, and it was very good.” 

If there’s one thing we’d love you to 
remember this week…  

It’s that God made you because 
he loves you! And he wants to be 

friends with you. 

 

-     Try and read through the start of 
Genesis this week a little bit each 
day! 

-     If there are bits you want to thank 
God for or ask him about, writing 
them down can sometimes help us. 

-     Why don’t you try and draw a 
picture of the whole world and it can 
remind you that God created 
everything!
